Sheoak Lodge Nursing Home in Millicent has
recently experienced another Covid-19 out-
break at the facility with 16 residents testing
positive since August.

A statement from the Limestone Coast

No response from station despite rally

5THE FM management has not responded to
a group of community members who rallied
outside Millicent’s community radio station
FM on Saturday morning, hoping to speak to
the station’s manager.

More than 30 community members gath-
ered on Railway Terrace at the community
broadcaster’s office. Most of those in atten-
dance were former volunteers at the station,
interested community members and one cur-
rent volunteer who supports the station.

Millicent resident David Walshaw has been
representing a group of community members
who have formally applied to become members
of the station following a community meet-
ing in July organised by Des Noll. The group
have made multiple attempts over a number of
weeks to discuss their concerns with either the
community station’s manager or board mem-
bers but has received no response.

Speaking at the gathering to those in atten-
dance, Mr Walshaw said he decided to organ-
ise the rally to attempt to meet with a station
representative.

“There are lots of things we are concerned
about,” he said.

“We seemed to have lost the community in
community radio.

“Inote there are many ethnic groups in our
community that are keen to get back on the
air, and several have approached me to say we
need to keep this fight up so we can get back
on the air.

“Many stalwarts of our community have
been kicked out of the organisation for no rea-
son.”

Mr Walshaw outlined what he claimed
were examples of volunteers wrongfully being
forced out of volunteering for the station and
sponsors being treated poorly.

“The list goes on and on of people who
have been disenfranchised from this commu-
nity radio station,” he said.

“I am really concerned about the gover-
nance...as you know, it is an incorporated
organisation, and as such, it has statutory re-
quirements.

“We have no idea what sort of money is go-
ing through this community radio station and
where it is going, and I think the community
have aright to know.”

Mr Walshaw stated he aimed to better
transparency and governance practices in the
organisation and a more involved volunteer
cohort.

“I think I represent the views of many of
the people here and certainly had some really
strong support,” he said.

“We want to know what is going on, we
want to know what is happening inside those
walls, we want our community back in there,
we want diversity in broadcasting, we want
our ethnic communities to be represented on
air and we also want volunteer engagement
recruitment.”

Before knocking on the door, Mr Walshaw
said he hoped someone would talk to him to
discuss what happened to the more than 60
membership applications made to the station
over a month ago.

“There are 60 people just sitting out there
waiting to come in and join the organisation...

Mr Drew formerly
volunteered for the organisation and said during the gathering it was the first protest he has ever
attended, which showed how passionate he was about the cause.

The group gathered on Saturday to try and meet with station management.

something is going on, and we do not know
what it is.”

Mr Walshaw knocked on the station’s door
alone, but no one answered. He then returned
to the gathering and discussed the next steps
that may be taken.

Mr Walshaw, on behalf of the group, said he
has written to the South Australian Consumer
Business Services (CBS), Community Broad-
casting Association of Australia (CBAA) and
the Australian Communications and Media
Authority (ACMA), who is currently investigat-
ing the station. He has also engaged a lawyer
to represent the group.

Following the meeting, Mr Walshaw said no

representatives from the 5THE FM have been
in contact with him despite giving the group
“ample opportunity” to do so.

“We will now have to work with the statu-
tory authorities to achieve some outcomes,”
he said.

“It has become quite serious... we think this
could have been mitigated easily with some
open conversation.

“There will be no winners now in this pro-
cess.”

An AGM for the organisation has not yet
been publicly advertised but is understood
to be required to occur before the end of Sep-
tember.

German Flat’s Poonada Road will be busier
than usual this Sunday night as the Wattle
Range Suicide Prevention Network (WRSPN),
in partnership with Vestas service technician
John Hutchison, invite the public to view the
lighting up of one of the service provider’s
wind turbines.

The 67-metre wind turbine owned by En-
gie (Canunda wind farm) will turn blue for at
least three hours for mental health and suicide
awareness.

Last year Mr Hutchison set up lights to see
what a turbine would look like lit up with the
vision of using it raise awareness for mental
health “I didn't know how effective it would
be in lighting up a 67-metre tower from the
ground, so I organised some blue cellophane

just to see if we could get the turbine lit from
the ground and it looked pretty amazing.

“It was a bit of an experiment and an in-
house thing and was pretty effective the first
time, the next time we invited out some pho-
tographers and this year it is open to every-
body.”

This year’s event is set closer to Poonada
Road with toilet facilities, heaters and some
shelter if needed, organisers have arranged for
Let it Bean coffee van to be onsite and soup to
warm people while the sun sets.

A 38 metre blade that sits on the ground
at the site will be used as a projection surface
highlighting the work of the WRSPN through a
slideshow and blue hand-knitted beanies will
be available to purchase on the night.

“The last turbine did stand out quite bit

from the landscape, you should be able to see
it from a fair distance.

“We will set the lights up as the sun is set-
ting, you don't even know they are on but as
the sky starts to change in colour it looks pret-
ty effective” said Mr Hutchison.

The community is invited to rug up and
bring a chair from 6pm on Sunday Septem-
ber 11 to see the wind turbine turn blue at 736
Poonada Rd, German Flat.

Complaint
about Noll
dismissed

A code of conduct complaint against
Wattle Range Council Mayor Des Noll
was formally dismissed at a Council
meeting on Monday.

The code of conduct complaint was
made against Mr Noll by Sheryl Lowe
on behalf of the Board of The Milli-
cent Community Access Radio Station,
5THEFM, on July 11.

Ms Lowe was given one month by
deputy mayor Moira Neagle to sub-
stantiate her claims with evidence, but
according to the correspondence at the
Council meeting this week none was
forthcoming.

Ms Neagle therefore decided to dis-
miss the allegations, as she was “unable
to assess whether the allegations can be
substantiated”.

Following the dismissal of the allega-
tions, Mr Noll released a statement on
the matter for the sake of transparency.

“It is my personal belief that any
elected member who is subject to a
Code of Conduct complaint should be
making the community aware of it,” Mr
Noll said.

“I have previously made statements
in the media concerning the Millicent
Community Radio Station, 5THEFM.
These statements have been expressed
as my personal position, in my personal
capacity and have not been delivered in
my capacity as Mayor or on behalf of the
Wattle Range Council.

“Concerns about the radio station
management, transparency of business
and local volunteer involvement have
been a subject of concern within our
community for some time.”

“An internal Code of Conduct inves-
tigation was conducted in accordance
with due process as set out in the Local
Government Act and Council’s Com-
plaints Handling Policy under Wattle
Range Council’s Member’s Code of Con-
duct Procedure,” he said.

“The complaint has been dismissed
in its entirety due to a lack of evidence.”

I was disappointed to recently read in
the media that the South Australian Po-
lice regional country review highlight-
ing the future of the Kalangadoo Police
Station has not yet been completed.
I am acutely aware of the Covid-19
situation during the duration time of
the Country Police Station review. The
country policing review commenced
back in 2017. Covid-19 commenced in
2020. I commend Commissioner Ste-
vens for the role he played as the State
Co-ordinator for Covid-19. Mr Stevens
did an outstanding job keeping all of us
safe.

What does this mean for the Ka-
langadoo and district community?

The Kalangadoo community lost
its permanent Police member posi-
tion some five years ago, describing it
as a change in its operational delivery
of policing services. Country policing
is about the local police member con-
necting into the community; living in
and being a part of the community;
getting to know the locals and being
the local’s go-to person when required.
A significant position for local policing
that cannot be underestimated.

Kalangadoo is an active and growing
community with a strong football and
netball club, bowls club, busy railway
station museum, hotel, which is the
heartbeat of the community (consist-
ing of nine accommodations rooms
and a RV camping area), two general
stores, hairdressing salon, primary
school, steel fabrication manufactur-
ing business, large timber mill opera-
tion, CFS brigade station, farmers mar-
ket, Wattle Range Council equipment
depot, a growing tourism trade, Garden
Centre, active Lions club and a robust
agriculture primary production com-
munity.

Has anyone from the South Australia
Police Country review project team ac-
tually visited Kalangadoo and spoken to
the businesses and residents about the
future of the police station and the po-
tential removal of a permanent police
member position and get their views?
Surely that would be part of a review to
consult with the community. If this has
not happened, I invite Commissioner
Stevens to ensure this happens and if
the decision is to permanently close the
police station, then at least inform the
community of your decision. The com-
munity has lived with an empty and
unmanned police station and a vacant
government residence within the town-
ship without knowing what is happen-
ing. This vibrant community deserves
better.

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Students at Nangwarry Primary School will
be developing their environmental and
sustainability knowledge through the de-
velopment a new community garden.

The garden is a partnership with SA Wa-
ter, as part of the utility’s 2022-23 Commu-
nity Partnership Program.

Funding will go towards the installa-
tion of a 25,000-litre rainwater tank at the
school, as well as plumbing and irrigation,
creating a sustainable watering system for
the on-site garden.

The annual program provides a total of

ing community health and wellbeing.

SA Water’s General Manager of Strategy,
Engagement and Innovation Nicola Mur-
phy said the exciting project at Nangwarry
is among eight new partnerships in metro-
politan and regional South Australia this
year.

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Penola’s Lucy Williams urges everyone to become involved in mental health

A first aid course is being held in Penola and
will be run over two days at two consecutive
sessions on October 9 and 10, and October 10
and 11.

The venue will be the Penola Tourist Infor-
mation Centre and will run from 9.30am to
4.30pm each day.

The course which is free of charge is organ-
ised by the Penola Wellness Group and Break-
through.

One of the organisers, Lucy Williams of
Penola became heavily involved with mental
health as her father took his own life.

“I have always wanted to help make a
change as I was affected by mental health at
ayoung age.

I don’t want any family to go through what
my family went through and are still going
through to this day,” she said.

Lucy said she is also passionate about the
stigma of mental health and encourages peo-
ple to have a conversation to normalise men-
tal health.

“The death of my dad triggered me along
with my mum Anne-Marie and sister Kelly to
try and help others in our community. My sis-
ter and myself have also made a career out of
helping people too,” Lucy said.

First aid for
mental heal

The upcoming first aid course is support-
ed by Breakthrough and the Penola Wellness
Group with lunch, morning and afternoon tea
provided with generous sponsorship from EJ
Studios and Casella Wines.

“The first aid course was chosen as back
in November 2021 the Penola Wellness Group
hosted a mental health information session
focussing on lived life experiences,” Lucy said.

The group was fortunate to have John
Mannion, CEO of Breakthrough and recently
appointed as an SA Mental Health Commis-
sioner, and Zane Kirkwood and Breakthrough
ambassador speak on the night.

They also listened to my ‘dream’ of a men-
tal health ambulance being in each region, a
similiar model to the McGrath Foundation
breast care nurses.

The ambulance would be called by a carer,
friend, family member, workmate and attend
to the person needing help.

“As I know from experience it is very hard
to get the person to realise they need help. We
are hoping that Breakthrough will research
this possibility,” Lucy said.

The first aid course is limited to numbers
and if you miss out on a ticket you can mes-
sage the Penola Wellness group who will put
you on a waiting list.

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Numbers stack up in Jeep

Jeep has brought back an extra row of seats to
its Grand Cherokee large sports utility vehicle
range, turning it into a full seven-seat SUV.

While at it, the maker has boosted its iconic
off-roader with more technology.

The replacement for the big five-seater,
the long wheelbase L comes in three versions,
beginning with the Grand Cherokee L Night
Eagle, selling for $82,250, plus on-roads, then
the mid-range L Limited ($87,950) and the L
Summit Reserve ($115,450).

The flagship Summit Reserve included
Palermo quilted leather, 21-inch wheels, a
MclIntosh premium sound system, front-seat
ventilation and massaging, four-zone climate
control and air suspension, while a $5500
Advanced Technology Group, with head-up
display, wireless phone charging, night vision
camera and front interactive passenger dis-
play, was added, taking the price to more than
$120,000, before on-road costs.

A new-generation five-seat model — with
the same technology and styling as the seven-
seat L — will follow to Australia later this year,
with the option of 4xe plug-in hybrid power.

For a vehicle so big, at more than five me-
tres long, the Grand Cherokee L Summit is
well proportioned — width more than two me-
tres, yet height well under two metres — gives
the SUV a bold yet sleek aerodynamic coupe
character.

The front consists of an upper metallic
grille with Jeep’s trademark seven slots flanked
by LED headlamps.

Below is a full grille-width air vent incorpo-
rating LED daytime running lights.

From the rear, the SUV belies its bulk with
simple horizontal lines incorporating wrap-
around tail lights and twin alloy tipped ex-
haust pipes.

Side on, 21-inch polished painted alloy
wheels, a standard fitment on Summit, sup-
port a sporty street presence.

The increase in the horizontal exterior al-
lows for a boost to the wheelbase and cabin
space in general, something not lost on occu-
pants aboard the test vehicle.

In a first for Jeep, the Grand Cherokee L
boasts Uberesque seating for a driver and six
passengers in space and comfort.

All three rows are easily accessed, even the
power-operated third row, with the second
row tumbling well out of the way, leaving the
back to weigh in with adult leg room.

Carry-on bits and pieces find a home in a
range of storage spaces, including a deep box
in the centre console and bottle holders in the
centre and doors all round.

Rear passengers have the advantage of re-
tractable blinds, just in time for summer heat-
wave predictions.

Luggage is not left behind in the storage
stakes, with 487 litres available with all three
rows in use, leading up to a cavernous 2395 li-
tres with the two sets of rear seatbacks folded
flat.

There’s a cabin-wide cubby under the floor
where the jack is stored.

A state-of the-art McIntosh audio is now of-
fered for the first time in a full-size SUV.

It is made up of a 17-channel amplifier pro-
ducing up to 950 Watts of power through 19
custom-made speakers, including a 10-inch
sub-woofer.

Apple CarPlay wireless support means an
iPhone can be connected without having to
plug it into the vehicle.

The system brings contacts, audio apps,
Apple Maps and more on board, all through
the Uconnect system.

A 10.25-inch digital instrument cluster
looks after sat nav, along with mechanical
features such as tyre pressure monitoring and
driving aids.

There’s a roof-mounted rear facing ‘kid
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cam’ camera that will police questionable be-
haviour in the back two rows.

It even has a zoom mode.

All models are powered by the tried-and-
tested 3.6 litre Pentastar naturally aspirated V6
engine, delivering 210 kW of peak power and
344 Nm of maximum torque to all four wheels
through an eight-speed automatic transmis-
sion.

The flagship Summit adds a more ad-
vanced four-wheel-drive system with a low-
range transfer case.

Top-shelf safety features take the Grand
Cherokee L Summit to new heights.

These include adaptive cruise control with
stop/go, full speed collision warning with au-
tonomous braking and pedestrian and cyclist
detection.

Then there’s blind spot monitoring, rear
cross-traffic alert and active lane manage-
ment.

All these use a selection of loud warning
beeps at times hard to pinpoint the source of
the potential trouble, while driving assistance,
such as active lane management, can be over-
intrusive.

At on-road cruising speeds the engine is re-
fined and powerful.

However, intrusive wind noise is a bit of a
blow and the expansive exterior mirror stands
out as a blind spot for the driver on negotiat-
ing such obstacles as roundabout kerbing.

Fuel consumption is a downer - it’s pre-
mium unleaded petrol - which nudged over 14
litres per 100 kilometres in city and suburban
work.

This was trimmed to 12 litres per 100 kilo-
metres on a motorway run.

The Summit boasts ground clearance of up
to 276 mm, while higher levels of articulation
work to keep all four tyres on the ground to
maintain stability.

Coming soon: A new five-seater model of the Cherokee Summit, with the same tech as the seven-seater, will arrive in Australia later this year.

Grander than grand: The Grand Cherokee has become grander, with increased dimensions, seven
seats and boosted technology.

Off road, Jeep 4x4 systems ensure the right
tyre has traction when needed.

Precision steering and optimal wheelbases
enable all L models to negotiate tight spots
and manoeuvre around rocks.

As for wading, high air intakes and spe-

cial water sealing, combined with the Jeep
Quadra-Lift suspension, can take the vehicles
through up to 610 mm of water.

Mid South Eastern football finals continue
this weekend, as Kalangadoo and Port Mac-
Donnell do battle in the A Grade preliminary
final at the Kalangadoo oval.

It was a welcome return to the track for Furner
motorcycle racer Dallas Skeer on the weekend.
Skeer had effectively not seen racing for
close to six months, after bike issues ruined
the start of his Australian Superbike season.

A crash on his new Yamaha R6 Supersport
bike early in the season, plus a few electrical
gremlins on the spare bike all-but finished his
season.

But far from sit back and call it a day, Skeer
set about sorting his race bike out.

Now comfortable the Yamaha is up to the
task, it was all about finding his feet again and
the third round of the Victoria Road Racing
Championships at Phillip Island was just the
event to test his machinery.

It worked a treat, as Skeer faced many of his
adversaries from the ASBK series, with a third
place first up, followed by a fourth, then a win
to round out the weekend.

Overall it placed him on the third step of
the podium, a feat the young racer was more
than pleased with.

“We were there just for the testing and out
of about 33 riders, the top five were all the
ASBK regulars,” Skeer said.

“They have been racing all year and I
haven't, so I was pretty happy to come away
with third, especially with the race win in

the last race.”

The race win came after a dice with Thom-
as Bramich, a regular ASBK rider.

“He is a regular place getter in ASBK and is
pretty quick around Phillip Island,” Skeer said.

“We swapped places a few times and on the
last lap I was able to get past and hold on for
the win.”

Skeer said it was pleasing to have the R6 up
and running, with no dramas over the week-
end.

He said it was also pleasing to have such
a strong weekend at a track he does not nor-
mally favour.

“Phillip Island has never been a track I
liked,” he said.

“I struggle to find the quick pace there and
we are still trying to work out why that is.

“I favour the tight tracks because I grew up
riding at Mac Park.

“You really have to put all the corners to-
gether at Phillip Island and commit to them
because it is such a long run.

“It is something I need to work on.”

After an extended break he said he feels
comfortable racing and now hopes to use the
remainder of the year to sort out his own pace.

“I'had some time off to reset and I feel really
comfortable on the bike now,” he said.

“I can put the bike where I want, so now itis
just finding that pace, that second-and-a-half,
two seconds in lap times.

“I'just have to find that pace to get back up

there and that will come with bike time.”

The rest of the year includes the Master of
Mac Park, a round of ASBK at Tailem Bend and
another back at Phillip Island.

With the ASBK championship the last thing
Skeer is concerned about, he is now set to
chase quick lap times and sort the bike out for
following season.

“We are not too worried about the champi-
onship because I am 21st,” he said.

“We just want to end the year on a high, get
my pace up there ready for next year so we can
fight for the championship and prove what we
can do.”

As for his plans for the Master of Mac Park,
Skeer has a couple of milestones to chase.

“I want to win there,” he said.

“I have won the 600 class a few times then
come second or third in the Master against the
Superbikes.

“It depends on who will be there for the
Masters race.

“If Arthur Sissis is not there I feel I will have
a chance of taking that out on the R6.

“I haven’t had a chance to have at it on the
R6, so it will be good to see what I am capable
of there.

“At Phillip Island I felt so good on it, so I
have a heap of confidence to hopefully be able
to win and get my lap record back.”

“It is not down to any individuals, it is just
knowing as a team we are good enough if we
do the things we are good at well.

“We did that on Saturday.”

As the clock wound down, Millicent started
to kick the ball around freely and wait for the
inevitable moment which came as the final si-
ren sounded.

Bromley received the top honour of the
best-on-ground medal, presented by Mil-
licent’s own Billy Nitschke, while Willis and
Frazer Bradley were also commended highly
for their performances.

Gallio also gave credit to the back six, who
were at their best again, while Finn Grimes put
up a strong battle in the ruck against Mason
Hein.

For South it was Mitchell Sims who re-
ceived the nod from coaching staff, while Reid
was named second best in another solid per-
formance.

Hamish Stevens and Josh Woodall worked
hard all day, but in the end the Saints were too
strong when it counted.

Back-to

It could not have been any sweeter for Mil-
licent Saints footballers on Saturday, as they
claimed back-to-back Western Border A Grade
premierships with a comprehensive win over
South Gambier.

The 40-point triumph - which was set up by
a huge seven-goal third quarter - handed the
Saints their third premiership in four seasons.

The run of success started in 2018 under
playing coach Clint Gallio when they broke a
34-year drought, before a couple of years in
the wilderness with a winless 2019 campaign
and a cancelled season in 2020 due to the pan-
demic.

However, with Gallio at the helm once
more Millicent reclaimed the ultimate prize
last year and found itself in a grand final re-
match with the Demons at Vansittart Park on
Saturday.

An intense battle unfolded in the opening
half, before the Saints put the game to bed in
the “premiership” quarter.

As they say, the rest is history and there has
been plenty of celebrations since.

Speaking to The South Eastern Times this
week, Gallio reflected on the final moments of
the game.

“The scenes when the siren went and after
the game were just unreal,” he said.

“Everyone ran onto the oval and you hug
about 50-60 people - everyone was so excited.

“Some people say one (premiership) is a
fluke, but then back-to-back is pretty special.”

Millicent has never won consecutive flags
since it joined the Western Border Football
League at its inception in 1964.

Gallio believed you would have to search
the history books back to the 1930’s or 40’s to
find the last time the club had achieved the
feat.

It adds some extra sweetness to an already
impressive achievement, with the Demons a
daunting opponent for all this season.

However, it was Millicent’s day and Gallio
could not have been prouder of his team.

“It is a pretty good feeling,” he said.

“The third quarter really set it up for us and
that fourth quarter was good and enjoyable.

“Every time we kicked a goal there was a bit
of carry on - we could just really enjoy it and
soak it up.”

Gallio said while there were 22 players who
received a medal on the day, the efforts of the
whole club are to thank for the success.

“Itis a lot of people doing a lot of hard work
for so many years,” he said.

“There are 22 people who are lucky enough
to get a medal, but over the four or five years

there are a lot of other people who deserve
one.

“Itis very nice to be a part of something like
that.”

Reflecting on his own journey as a coach,
Gallio said it is easy to look past those acco-
lades being a player as well.

However, you can not deny the influence
he has had on the club during his time in the
top job.

“Itis alot of people doing alot of hard work,

to Roos
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but to sit back at the end of the day and know
you have coached three premierships is pretty
special,” Gallio said.

“I am just really proud.

“It has sunk in, but I haven't sort of thought
about those things too much as a coach.

“You don'’t forget, but sometimes you just
brush over it because you are playing as well.”

Now he will go down in history as one of the
coaching greats at the Millicent Football Club.

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currently under review by SANFL, the future of
the WBFL is unclear.

Should drastic changes be made to the for-
mat of the sport in the region, the 2022 flag
could be an historic one.

“We don’'t know what is going to happen,
but if something does happen we could po-
tentially be the last club and team to win a flag
in the Western Border competition,” Gallio
said.

“If that happens, then that is something
pretty special as well.”
