A new home built in Millicent’s town centre
has created interest in the local building in-
dustry due to its 8.5 energy rating.

It is the second home that Catharina Cor-
man has built but, as her needs changed,
her newest home is quite different from the
unique house on the side of Mount Muirhead
built by herself and her late husband Theo in
1989.

With input from local builder, Dave Tay-
lor, Ms Corman designed her new home be-
fore approaching KA McMillan Design and
Drafting’s Kimberly McMillan to draw up the
plans.

“At the moment the national construction
code is mandatory level six for energy efficien-
cy rating.” Ms McMillan said.

“Next year it’s being raised to seven and it’s
going to be harder to get energy efficiency rat-
ings passed.

“New homes are going to have double
glazed windows, lots of insulation and seal-
ing”

Ms McMillan said it was unusual for some-
one to come along and push out the energy
rating of a new home to higher than required.

“Most people are trying to save money and
do things as cheap as possible.

“Everything you do is going to cost more
when the new rating comes in.

“Catharina was probably very smart doing
it now, because it will be more expensive in a
year.”

Polished concrete floors are a beautiful fea-
ture in the living areas and practical as well.

They work as a heat bank absorbing heat
from the sun through large north facing win-
dows and releasing it at night, minimising the
use of extra heating throughout the cooler .

Local tourism is on the rise, with one op-
erator looking to capitalise on increased
demand in the Coonawarra area.

“After 2019, obviously all your inter-
nationals and backpackers dropped off
altogether and we had a lot more South
Australian visitation over the following
two years.

“Overall visitation was down, or at
least the growth was curbed because of
all the lockdowns and restrictions.”

He said he believes the park is back
on the growth trajectory with more local
and Victorian visitors, but he could not
predict what the coming holiday season
will hold.

“Most people don't book for glamp-
ing hugely far in advance,” he said.

“You get less notice now of what the
season is going to be like.

“We've had such an up and down pe-
riod, you count your blessings even to
still be in business.”

Mr Taylor took into account the north-
ern aspect of the building for the angle of
the eaves allowing for the concrete floors to
not only heat during winter but remain cool
throughout summer.

Argon filled double glazed windows face
almost due north and have high insulation
and noise reduction properties.

“Ideally the windows would face due
north but not everyone can have a north
facing block.

“You've got to design the house to make
the most of the northern aspect” Ms Cor-
man said.

Insulation was an important factor for
the energy efficient building with 140mm
thick timber stud walls, rather than standard
90mm, used to allow for extra insulation.

“We used as much insulation as we could
muster, even the floor is insulated and the
edges because you lose a lot of heat there.

“All new appliances in the house are en-
ergy efficient including the lights.

“There are all these little things you don’t
think about until it comes down to it.

“The energy you use to heat and cool a
place is what the star energy rating is based
upon, so that’s why it doesn’t matter if I've
got solar panels or not.

“I thought I may as well live here awhile
and see how economical it is before decid-
ing on installing solar.

“At least I'm not paying $150 a month for
wood for nine months of the year, so I'll see
how it works out.

build including the purchase of the centrally
located block.

“It is slightly more expensive to build this
way, but then again it is cheaper to live this
way” Ms Corman said.

One more unique touch to the house is
the installation of two century old doors
from Ms Corman’s mother’s house salvaged
before it was demolished in 2018.

Nell Groot’s home on Williams Road was
believed to the last of Millicent’s private ma-
ternity homes and was known by many as
Mrs Mott’s nursing home.

The doors, which include the front door,
still sport the original paint from the historic
home and now act as an entry to Ms Cor-
man’s office.

Support for
victims of
Optus breach

Millicent locals caught up in the Optus data
breach will be able to have their licence
changed quicker.

Service SA is currently dealing with an un-
precedented influx of driver’s licence replace-
ment requests as a result of the breach, in
which thousands of Australians had persoanl
deatils, such as their drivers licence numbers,
leaked.

Anyone who believes they may have been
affected is urged to change their license as
soon as possible.

To facilitate this, the State Government
has already announced it will waive the usual
$20 processing fee for replacing licences for
people whose number or numbers have been
compromised as a result of the hack, with
negotiations continuing with the telco about
compensating taxpayers.

In response to increased demand for re-
gional services, the government has negoti-
ated for seven of Service SA’s regional Service
Agents to receive customers seeking to change
their licence number.

Regional customers can attend the service
SA agent at Anglican Community Care on
George Street to assist.

As of close of business on Tuesday October
4, around 25,000 licence replacement requests
had been processed in SA, including more
than 5150 yesterday.

Infrastructure and Transport Minister
Tom Koutsantonis said customers attending
should bring their existing driver’s licence and
any communication they have received from
Optus.

“We continue to thank customers for their
patience as we work through this situation
Optus has left us with,” he said.

Childcare plans

moving forward

The Kingston District Council remains con-
fident that the Australian Labor Government
will make good its pre-election commitment
of $1.8m for a new childcare facility in the up-
coming federal budget, set to be handed down
on 25 October 2022.

Despite a bi-partisan commitment prior
to the federal election this year, in recent cor-
respondence to the Council, Dr Anne Aly MP,
Minister for Early Childhood Education has
indicated that the commitment must wait for
approval in the federal budget.

Chief Executive Officer Nat Traeger said she
was disappointed in the delay but remained
hopeful that the Labor government would not
turn its back on the Kingston community at
the eleventh hour.

“A promise is a promise, we were not ex-
pecting that promise to turn to a process”, she
said.

Despite the delay, the Council, in partner-
ship with its Kingston Early Learning & Child-
care Services Working Group (KELCS) have
partnered with Department for Education
(DfE) Officers

(infrastructure team) to progress discus-
sions about a new purpose-built early learn-
ing and childcare centre on the grounds of the
Kingston Community School.

In an update report to Council last week,
Mayor Kay Rasheed said “the partnership has
yielded some significant progress with the DfE
funding an architect to develop spatial plans
for the purposes of cost estimates for a capital
build.”

“These plans are for the express purpose
of defining proposed places and square metre
area for costing. Also included in the planning
scope is a proposed site plan, which indicates
where the architect, in consultation with the
working group, has determined the most ap-
propriate site within the grounds of the Kings-
ton Community School.”

Ms Traeger, who is part of a small work-
ing group which includes the Principal of the
Kingston Community School, Director Kings-
ton Early Learning Centre, KELCS Chair (plus
two KELCS representatives) have been regu-
larly meeting with relevant DfE representa-
tives.

“I am very appreciative of the DfE coming
to the table and partnering equally with our
community representatives to see significant
progress”.

“Whilst the letter from Dr Anne Aly does
not make good the promise of $1.8m towards
the capital build, Council and the community
have every reason to feel confident due to the
state government having a “proceed with con-
fidence” attitude in its partnership with Coun-
cil and KELCS.”

Other than awaiting the announcement of
the Federal Labor Government’s budget, the
next steps include a combined workshop to
be facilitated by an independent professional
regarding a governance model to be held Oc-
tober/November as well as the advancement
of the spatial design and site plans for detailed
design and costing.

The National Farmers’ Federation (NFF) wel-
comed the completion of a review which
found Australia’s biosecurity system to be
strong and sound.

However, the organisation also stated they
want no time wasted to address the 14 previ-
ously identified recommendations.

In the four-week project, the Joint Inter-
agency Taskforce: Exotic Animal Disease
(EAD) Preparedness stress tested the complex
biosecurity system through a cross jurisdic-
tion and industry lens to ensure a coordinated
national approach in the event of a Foot and
Mouth or Lumpy Skin Disease incursion.

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NFF President Fiona Simson said ensuring
farmers, industry bodies and all jurisdictions
were working from the same set guidelines
was imperative in the face of a biosecurity in-
cident.

“We don't want a messy situation like we
had through the COVID-19 pandemic with
people stuck at borders and unsure what rules
apply from state to state,” Ms Simson said.

“Borders don't matter when it comes to
feeding people in Australia.

For example, our farmers in Western Aus-
tralia are feeding people on the east coast
and vice versa, so a seamless and well com-

municated approach is important, not only to
protect our animals and environment, but to
ensure if a situation arises, the impact to our
food supply chain is minimised.”

While the Taskforce responsible for the test
confirmed Australia’s strength in biosecurity,
it also pointed out improvements which could
be made including strengthening communica-
tions and cross-border cooperation and ensur-
ing the system is up to date with technology.

“While it’s critical to have the best plans in
place, we have recently seen with Varroa Mite
how incursions put extreme strain on our re-
sources,” Ms Simson said.

Biosecurity passes tests

“The 14 recommendations must be urgent-
ly actioned, funding remains farmers’ primary
concern and they are expecting the govern-
ment to deliver on its pre-election commit-
ment for sustainable, long-term biosecurity
funding in next month’s Federal Budget.”

The NFF welcomed the Taskforce’s contin-
ued work on the country’s biosecurity system,
including a live simulation of an FMD scenar-
io sometime next year.

The NFF was one of eight industry partners
involved in the Taskforce’s National Livestock
Stand Still Discussion Exercise as part of the
review.

Kona N covers new ground

By Derek Ogden, Marque Motoring

Following the performance upgrade to the i30
and i20, the most recent model to get a boost-
er is the most unlikely — the Kona sports utility
vehicle.

Lifted from the underpinnings of the
Hyundai i30 hatchback, it’s hard to fit it into
the pantheon.

For a start, there’s no all-wheel drive, so it
is a high-riding hot hatch rather than an SUV.

Front-wheel drive only has helped keep the
weight down, enabling a claim by the maker of
a zero-to-100km/h figure of 5.5 seconds, just a
tenth slower than the i30 N hatch.

Two models have come to Australia - Kona
N and Kona N Premium - priced from $48,000
and $51,000, plus on-road costs respectively.

Metallic paint adds $595 and matte paint
$1000.

Both are powered by a 2.0-litre turbo-petrol
four-cylinder engine, mated with an eight-
speed dual-clutch transmission, serving up
206 kW and 392 Nm through the front wheels.

The standard Atlas White Kona N test car
turned heads more than once.

The front followed the Hyundai N tradition
with the black grille, following the rally team,
being based on a chequered flag.

The Hyundai ‘H’ and performance ‘N’ were
in there for good measure.

Below is another grille, less of a stand-out,
while an LED headlamp set-up features on ei-
ther side capped by strips of LED daytime run-
ning lights.

The rear roofline incorporates a discrete
spoiler, while the dominating features are
twin trumpet-tipped exhausts totally in keep-
ing with the brassy note emanating from them
when the engine is fired up.

In profile, the features probably responsi-
ble for the onlooker interest mentioned above,
are unique 19-inch alloy wheels shod with
Pirelli P Zero HN tyres, playing host to bright
red brake callipers.

All these captivating aspects of the stan-
dard Atlas White Kona N test car exterior were
linked by a fine red line skirting the lower
body.

The Kona N inside is far from basic.

Sports seats, with a nice line in fabric and
contrasting stitching, are bucket-style up
front, while the second row can take three
grown-ups.

Leg room there is average to skinny de-
pending on the position of the front occu-
pants.

Fancy suede/leather coverings are left to
the Premium model.

The steering wheel is the exception, with
leather wrapping giving the driver a touch of
luxury.

The Kona N Premium also weighs in with
auto-dimming rear-view mirror, head-up dis-
play, front parking sensors, powered, heated
and ventilated front seats, heated steering
wheel, glass sunroof and ambient lighting.

The driver has the benefit of a new 10.25-
inch digital instrument cluster, while another
10.25-inch display screen in the central dash-
board supplies information on vehicle sys-
tems and wired Apple CarPlay and Android
Auto, plus factory fitted satellite navigation.

Quality audio is served up with DAB+ digi-
tal radio being blessed with an eight-speaker
harman/kardon sound system.

Wireless phone charging caps off the line-
up.

Power is provided by a 2.0-litre turbo-
petrol four-cylinder engine putting power to
ground, via an eight-speed double clutch au-
tomatic transmission, to ground through the
front wheels.

Standard equipment includes autonomous
emergency braking with detection of the pres-

ence of pedestrian or cyclist, adaptive cruise
control, blind spot warning, lane keep and
lane follow assist, rear cross-traffic alert and
auto high beam.

Driving the Kona N was full of ups and
downs.

The stiff suspension picking up every blem-
ish in the road, even in Normal drive mode.

The racetrack would be more welcoming.

Peak power is on tap between 5500 and
6000 rpm, with torque chiming in from 2100
to 4700 revs.

Gear changes are some of the smoothest,
with just a slight nudge between cogs.

Hyundai puts the combined urban/high-
way fuel (premium unleaded) consumption at
9 litres per 100 kilometres.

The test car came up with more than
11 litres per 100 kilometres in town and 5.9

on the motorway.

Everything worked a treat while going for-
ward but in reverse, the vehicle tended to stut-
ter when setting off on an incline.

Not the best when backing out of the drive-
way.

Exhaust performance ranges from produc-
ing from a peaceful background noise when
cruising to a gravelly chorus when called on to
get a move on.

‘Grin Shift’ is hard to take seriously.

Brought into action by the press of a red
button on the steering wheel, the throttle re-
sponse and gear shifts are speeded up for 20
seconds with an accompanying crackle and
pop of the engine.

The same sound is on tap all the time in the
programmable N Sport+ mode.

The claim to SUV status of the Kona N was

put to rest by the lack of luggage room in the
back.

Boot space is piddling at 361 litres with rear
seatbacks raised.

A reasonably flat floor, taking 1143 litres, is
released when they are folded.

Finally, a trap for the unwary when the tail-
gate is opened, doubling as shelter from hot
sun or rain.

However, in the wet a hollow where the
number plate is attached fills with water,
which cascades down on the owner when they
close the door — a serious design fault.

Somebody said the Kona N looked like a
white basketball boot.

However, the Hyundai SUV’s sporting
pretensions are on the other foot although
there are occasions when the hot hatch(ness)
sneaks through.

Sun shines on anglers

A big weekend of fishing along the southeast
was enjoyed by lots of anglers, both on the
boats and land based.

The weather played the game right across
the long weekend and I know of plenty of fish
caught.

The offshore fishing over the weekend was
arguably as good as we have seen.

It did not appear to matter if you were fish-
ing over the shelf or in closer, the fish were on.

While the weather was near perfect, plenty
of anglers made the trip to the shelf.

I have seen all the pictures and there were
bigger waves in the Blue Lake and the fish cer-
tainly played the game.

I saw some nice hauls of hapuka, school
shark, blue eye and a few pink ling.

The boaties who fished in a bit closer found
excellent shark fishing, both gummy and
school shark over 20kg, some ripper red snap-
per, blue morwong, flathead and snapper.

There did not seem to be any secret depth
fishing better than another, but anywhere
from 40 metres through to the shelf was pro-
ductive.

In a bit closer along the coast we saw some
lovely shark in that 5-15m zone and spread out
too, from Green Point all the way through to
Blackfellows Caves and Carpenter Rocks.

Graeme and Carly Ploenges managed a
number of solid gummies down that way, defi-
nitely making the most of the weather.

The surf fishos made good use of their time
and hit some spots that have not had much at-
tention lately.

A big group of lads headed up to the Co-
orong for their first run of the year and found
no shortage of gummy sharks.

I am not sure on the exact location, but it
was a fair way up.

I am also not sure of how many gummies
were caught, but there were a few hours worth
of filleting.

There has been a bit of action locally this
week, with the majority salmon news and ev-
erything from salmon trout to 2kg+ jack salm-
on have been reeled in.

The best areas have been the Beachport
salmon hole, Canunda NP and Carpenter
Rocks, although there have also been plenty
through back towards the river mouth.

The size down that way is generally a bit
bigger than our side of the mouth, and this
weekend has proved no different.

A couple of kilo was the average from the
river mouth through to Bridgewater and I also
saw a couple of gummies from that way too.

If the walk over the hill does not put you off,
the fishing is very good.

The garfish this week have been in great
numbers again.

They are spread out, they are big and they
are hungry.

I have heard of some great catches from
all over the place such as Livingstons, Pelican
Point, Blackfellows Caves and Cape Douglas
just to name a few.

There has been a good mix of boaties and
waders, so whichever is your style, it will not
matter because they are both working.

As per usual there is plenty of by-catch
again.

I am hearing of a lot of silver trevally and
mullet, and there is even the odd gents-steal-
ing whiting about in the shallows and they are
always a welcome one.

Speaking of whiting, there have been some
rippers caught.

It is only early, but how good is that first
feed of whiting for the season.

There are no surprises as to why they are a
favourite, their fighting ability is excellent, the
distribution and fact you can catch them land
based or out of the boat is a big tick and finally
their table quality.

I think I am still yet to meet anyone who is
not a whiting fan.

They have been spread right along the
coast this week.

Good catches have come from Cape Jaffa
and Beachport, right through the Limestone
Coast to Carpenter Rocks, Nene Valley, Hutt
Bay and inside the Port MacDonnell breakwa-
ter.

The fish I have seen this week have been
perfect eaters, from 35cm through to 45cm,
but the odd bigger 50cm+ are lurking around
and don't you know it when you hook one of
those.

The freshwater fishing in Rocklands Reser-
voir is picking up nicely and in coming years,
don’t be surprised when we have a monster
write up in each fishing report about this
place.

The stocking program that has been going
on over there in the last three or four years
is starting to produce some nice fish and as
those fish mature, it will be a fishing destina-
tion much like Lake Eildon.

The cod are anywhere from 35cm to 70cm,
the yellowbelly are up to 50cm and there are
also some stonking bass, not to mention the
trout, redfin and carp that call the lake home.

Boat and land-based anglers are all a good
shot at landing some excellent fish, and they
are getting bigger every day.

The Glenelg River, despite its very muddy
and fast flowing appearance has actually been
producing some top quality bream and perch.

There have been some nice bream caught
up as high as Sapling Creek on whitebait and
prawns and that success has flowed down as
far as Sandy Waterholes.

The bulk of the news though has still been
from the bridge area and down, on a mixture
of baits and lures.

The baits doing the damage have been
prawn, whitebait and live podworm, while the
lure of choice has been the three-inch power-
bait nemesis in cappuccino colour, plus the
new gulp four-inch sandworms in a camo co-
lour.

Small 35-50mm diving hardbodies have
been getting the runs on the board for the
perch fishos, with lots of those 35-45cm fish
caught along the edges of the mud lake.

Mulloway news has been light on again,
but there hvae been a few to 90cm caught over
the weekend, just not in big numbers.

There is more rain forecast for this week-
end, so no doubt more water to come down.

The forecast for the coming weekend is a
bit iffy for the offshore guys, but it is likely it
should be good enough for just about every-
thing else.

Until next week, safe fishing.

New record at M

A hot pace at the Master of Mac Park motor-
cycle meeting over the weekend produced fast
lap times, including two new lap records.

Furner rider Dallas Skeer claimed one of
those, with a new fastest lap for the 600cc cat-
egory.

Skeer had previously held the record, but
Tye Lynch took that away at the Easter meet-
ing.

However, with a fast track and ideal weath-
er, Skeer was able to dip into the one-minute
nine-second mark, with a blistering 1-minute,
9.688-second run in the first of four legs of the
SA state championship.

The other record came from Master of Mac
Park winner Arthur Sissis, as he lowered the
time to 1:07.846, an impressive effort on his
1000cc Superbike.

While Sissis claimed the feature race hon-
our and Ted Collins greeted the chequered flag
in second place — also on a 1000cc machine —
Skeer was certainly on the pace on the smaller
bike.

His main plan for the weekend was to re-
claim his lap record, which he did, along with
a class win in the Supersport category, which
he also achieved with four wins from four
races.

It was certainly an impressive weekend for
the young racer, with his times akin to the na-
tional Australian Superbike series where he
races in the Supersport class.

In the feature race the two riders ahead
used the ideal conditions to ensure their
bigger Superbikes were untouchable at the

pointy end, which made it tough for Skeer to
challenge.

But far from being disappointed, Skeer said
he was happy with the performance overall,
especially regaining the lap record.

“I'm pretty happy ... I did what I went there
to do,” he said.

“On Friday I was off to a bit of a slow start,
about two seconds off the pace.

“Saturday morning I just pushed myself to
doit.

“I qualified on pole and I pushed myself to
do alow 10 (1:10), then the nines came.

“I did a 9.8 and matched the lap record so I

tried to go lower again and did a 9.6.

“I surprised myself - I have never into the
nines and it was good to dip well into them
and get my record back.”

While it was a hot pace, Skeer appeared to
do it comfortably.

From the sidelines he seemed to be cruis-
ing, which is often the tell-tale sign of a fast
lap.

“I felt really good and did it pretty easily,”
Skeer said.

“Obviously I was pushing but I didn’t have
too many moments — I had a couple of little
slides but nothing major.

“It is good I can do that pace because Tye
Lynch, who had the record, is second in the
Australian Championship.

“It also wasn't a one-off thing — I did a cou-
ple of nines on the weekend.”

While the weather was almost ideal for rac-
ing, Skeer still struggled to keep up with the
bigger Superbikes in front.

With their extra 400cc capacity it meant a
faster exit from the corners, which Skeer sim-
ply could not patch.

After the feature race was red-flagged twice
due to accidents, Skeer said he was off the line
well in the final restart, but again the bigger
bikes had the advantage.

“The last start we did was my best start,” he
said.

“I was right on them at turn one but as
soon as they opened it up they pulled five bike
lengths.

“I had a dip for a few laps but it wasn’t
worth throwing it away.”

With the remaining ASBK rounds fast ap-
proaching, the weekend gave Skeer the confi-
dence to push hard when he returns to racing
at The Bend.

“I feel pretty good on the bike and my fit-
ness is there,” he said.

“It is hard to tell what it will be like at an-
other track but we get to Tailem Bend at the
end of the month, so I will see how I go there.

“The weekend was another confidence
booster.

“We will just keep building momentum
and see where it goes.”
